	Research the historical facts behind the creation of one of the country’s governments in your criteria organizer.  Write a research paper discussing cultural events leading up to the creation of the government and the citizens’ reactions to the change.  
	Create an illustrated timeline showing the important cultural and historical events impacting the form of government of one of the countries in your criteria organizer.  

	Select a cultural conflict from one of the countries on your criteria organizer and create a poster detailing how the cultural conflict is impacted by the form of government in that country. 

	Wild Card

Create your own activity to extend your learning of how a country’s culture impacts their form of government. You must complete a learning contract and have it approved by the teacher before beginning the activity.
	Role play a conflict between two citizens in one of the countries on your criteria organizer.  Include government intervention in the conflict.  Change the country and role play the conflict again.  How do the different governments handle the conflict differently?  

	Reflect upon what you have learned about governments in the Middle East.  “Solve it your way” by creating an advertisement for the perfect type of government for one of the countries on your criteria organizer.  

	Create a debate in which specific leaders from different countries appear on an afternoon talk show such as Oprah or Dr. Phil to discuss a major conflict.
	Develop a hypothesis for how citizens will react to a certain situation or conflict in one of the countries on your criteria organizer.  Create an experiment to test this hypothesis.
