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Superior (95% - 100%): The debater is eloquent and convincing.  The speaker shows a flair for communicating very persuasively with the audience and a strong grasp of the facts related to the topic.  Humor and creativity are clearly present.  The speaker seems confident, well-prepared, and at ease.

Well Done (90% - 95%):  The presenter speaks in a clear voice which can be heard by all.  The speaker shows interest and enthusiasm about the topic.  The rate of speech is appropriate.  The speaker makes eye contact with those being spoken to.  The speaker has little to no nervous habits which distracts the listener.  Strong arguments presented in an organized and persuasive way.  The details and examples cited are meaningful to the audience.  Information is complete and accurate.  It is clear that the student has a good grasp of the core curriculum related to the topic.  The presentation is the appropriate length.  The presenter is an active participant in the debate.

Pretty Good (80% - 90%):  The presentation is generally as good as one receiving a rating of “WELL DONE,” but there are one or two elements of the presentation which need more polishing.

Mediocre (74% - 80%):  The presentation is generally similar to one receiving a rating of “NEEDS IMPROVEMENT,” but there are one or two elements which are relatively well-done.

Needs Improvement (70% - 73%):  The presenter is difficult to hear.  The rate of speaking is too fast or too slow.  The speaker does not show much interest and/or enthusiasm in the topic.  It may sound like the speaker is reading the presentation or guessing about the facts.  Eye contact is rarely made.  The speaker lets others on the team do all of the talking.  The presentation rambles or it may seem like a list of disconnected facts.  Details and examples are lacking or not well chosen for the topic.  Some information may be incomplete or inaccurate.  It is not clear that the speaker understands the core curriculum related to the topic.  The presentation is not of appropriate length.

Unsatisfactory (Below 70%):  The presentation was poorly done.
