During World War II, 6 million Jews were killed in the Holocaust. Largely because of this, the United Nations voted to divide Palestine into two nations, one for Arabs, and one for Jews.

The Arab state consisted of the Gaza Strip in the west, the West Bank in the east, and part of northern Israel; the Jewish state was composed of the rest of Palestine. Arabs did not accept this plan; Jews did.

1967: After the Six-Day War
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Israel Today
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When World War I ended in 1918, parts of the defeated nations were divided up among the victorious nations. These areas were called mandated territories. In 1920, Great Britain received control of Palestine, and promised to help Jews build a home there.








In 1967, after learning that Egypt, Syria, and Jordan were about to attack, Israel struck first. After six days of fighting, Israel had gained control of Jerusalem, the West Bank, Golan Heights, and Sinai Peninsula.
