Three Major Shipping Routes - GOES WITH MAP 2

Oil from the Persian Gulf region is carried by tankers through the Gulf to the Arab-
ian Sea to states around the globe. The oil from the Gulf follows three main routes.

Route One. Locate the point at which the Persian Gulf joins the Arabian Sea. Draw a
line from this point southwest to the Red Sea. Continue the line through the Red Sea,
- northwest to the Mediterranean Sea. The Suez Canal, in Egypt, connects these two
seas. After leaving the canal, many tankers take their oil to ports in the Mediterranean
such as: Naples, Italy; Marseilles, France; and Barcelona, Spain. Draw lines from the
Suez Canal to these cities. Other tankers continue westward across the Mediterranean
and into the Atlantic Ocean. They deliver their oil to ports such as Antwerp, Belgium
and Hamburg, Germany. Continue your lines to these port cities.

Route Two. Begin where the Persian Gulf joins the Arabian Sea. Draw a line southward
along the east coast of Africa to the Cape of Good Hope. Continue northward along
the coast of Africa to the equator. At the equator, split your line into two branches.
Draw the first as an arrow pointing toward Europe and the second as an arrow from
the equator to the east coast of the U.S. '

Route Three. Begin at the Persian Gulf. Draw a line toward Mumbai (Bombay), India,
then toward the southeast to Malaysia through the Strait of Malaeca. Continue your
line northeast to Japan and to China.
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
