Directions:  Please read these rules for tournament play very carefully.  The rules are different for each round of the tournament.  Consequences for breaking the rules are listed below.  Once you have completely read through the rules and you are sure you understand them, please sign your name below.  This sheet will be returned to Ms. Beard.

Round 1:  Illustrate it! – 50 Points
In this round, each member of your team will be provided a white board and an expo marker to use.  Each member of your team will be the illustrator at least TWICE.  The illustrator for each team will approach Ms. Beard to have a word or concept revealed.  The illustrator will then return to their team where they will have 60 seconds to illustrate the meaning of the word or concept to the best of their ability.  The illustrator may not speak words to their teammates.  The illustrations MAY INCLUDE PICTURES ONLY (NO WORDS).  Once time is called, the other team members will examine the illustrator’s drawing and have 15 seconds to discuss what they think it is and have the scribe write down the word or concept illustrated.  When time is called, the scribe for each team will hold up their white board with their answers.  5 points will be awarded for each team having a scribe with the correct answer.  Spelling will not be counted against your team so long as it can be determined that your scribe has written the correct answer.
**STRATEGY NOTE:  The strategy for this round is for your team to remain as quiet as possible because each team will be working on the same word at the same time.  You do not want another team earning points for a correct answer they overheard from your group.  Use your white boards to write notes to each other.  Know your vocabulary words and definitions well for this round.  Think about ways the meanings of your vocabulary words can be illustrated.
Round 2:  Worksheet Round – 75 Points

In this round, your team will receive 2 copies of the same worksheet.  The worksheet will have 15 questions which need to be answered.  Your team may discuss each question and together come up with the answers.  Only answers written on the worksheet will be accepted.  Spelling will not be counted against your team so long as it can be determined that you have the correct answer.  Your team will have 4 minutes to answer all the questions on the worksheet.  Announcements for “Half of your time has been used” and “One minute remaining” will be given.  Only ONE worksheet from each team may be turned in for points.
**STRATEGY NOTE:  The strategy for this round is to divide your team into 2 parts, each part taking a copy of the worksheet.  One part of your team should start at the bottom of the worksheet and work their way up while the other part of your team starts at the top of the worksheet and works their way down answering as many questions as possible.  When Ms. Beard announces “One minute remaining”, your team should come together to combine answers on one worksheet and work to answer anything that is left.  Your entire team may work quietly together discussing the questions but be careful not to let the other teams hear you!  To best prepare for this round, review geography, climate zones, and environmental issues. 

Round 3:  Website Round – 100 Points
In this round, your team will be provided with an answer sheet for each member of your team.  A TOP SECRET presentation will be revealed on Ms. Beard’s website.  You will have 20 seconds to examine each image and write down an answer on your sheet.  The presentation will play a second time.  The second time it plays, you will have 10 seconds per image to write down an answer.  After the presentation plays twice, your team will have 2 minutes to discuss your answers and combine your team’s responses on one sheet.  Only one answer sheet may be turned in per team.  Your team will be awarded 4 points for each correct response.  Spelling will not be counted against your team so long as it can be determined that you have the correct answer.     

**STRATEGY NOTE:  The strategy for this round is to manage your time appropriately.  Some images will be very easy for you while others may be more difficult.  You should use extra time you have on the easy images to think about the more difficult ones.  Sketching a picture or writing notes in the margin of your answer sheet may be of help later when you and your team are trying to determine an answer together because the presentation will only play twice.  To best prepare for this round, review the power point images on Ms. Beard’s website.  Also review geography, environmental issues, and culture notes in your notebook. 
What if there is a tie?

If there is a tie, a sudden death tie breaker round will be utilized to determine the winner.  Rules for the sudden death round will be discussed at that time.  The team who wins the sudden death round will be awarded 5 additional points. 

If I break a rule, what happens?  

The first time you break a rule, you will receive a verbal warning from Ms. Beard.  

The second time you break a rule, you will have to sit out of that round.  

The third time you break a rule, you will be removed from the tournament.
